INTERNET ACCESS FOR STUDENTS

. Students are able to use their student cards to register for Internet usage at the CUAs. The registration
cost of R100.00 a year is debited automatically against the student’s account.

. The levy for using the Internet is then debited automatically to the student’s account at the end of each
month.

. The Internet can be accessed from computers in residence rooms that are linked to the university

network, designated computers in the CUAs and the computers in the JS Gericke library that are
connected to the Internet.
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
