We seek to enable and inspire our science learners to take ownership for a successful
future. More than 12 000 learners from disadvantaged communities are exposed to the TRAC programme
annually.

The Fire Engineering Research Unit in the Department of Civil Engineering is undertaking research to improve
fire in informal settlements. This involves full-scale testing of shacks, testing of suitable smoke alarm
technologies, modelling shack fire spread to better understand it, community surveys, development of forensic
investigation guidelines, and more. The work is being carried out in collaboration with the Western Cape
Disaster Management, Fire & Rescue Services along with the University of Edinburgh.
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
